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Dublin VA Medical Center to Hold COVID-19 Town Hall

LIVES Act,” Whitmer said. “As we navigate our journey to be a High Reliable Organization, it’s
important to be transparent about pausing the J&J vaccine out of an abundance of caution
following CDC and FDA recommendations.”
